Measuring cloud cover
To measure cloud cover you can use a description as shown in the photographs. Ranging from a clear sky to a completely covered sky or overcast.

[image: UBC ATSC 113 - Cloud Coverage]Weather observers measure the cloud cover in Oktas, or eights. A sky that is completely covered in cloud is called overcast and has 8 oktas of cloud.
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Table 9-10. Sky cover. Oktas=eighths of sky covered.
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* “Few” is used for (0 oktas) < coverage < (2 oktas).
